WeReachOut - Student Selection Process Guidelines

Objective:  The following are some guidelines that enable selection of well-deserved students for sponsorship. Guidelines are also specified for Sponsors finding deserving students on their own.

Coordinator: To select deserving students for Wall-of-Need that meets the following criteria

1. Students with the following qualifying marks will be considered for Wall-of-Need 

· 10th students with more than 80% 

· +2 students with an admission based on merit will be preferred over need

2. A maximum of RS 5,000.00 will be given to school students per year. 

3. The maximum amount for college students will be RS 10,000.00 per year, it will be disbursed in two installments at the beginning of odd and even semesters.

4. WeFind Team Role & Responsibilities:

a) Identifying deserving students, distributing the Student Detail form with its guidelines to collect detailed student information.

b) Conducting preliminary/personal interviews to ensure provided details are correct and the student deserves to derive benefit from WeReachOut sponsorship programs.

c) Field/Home visit to establish the student’s family background, income and ascertain other available resources to increase their awareness.

d) Forward student details to the W representatives in India or abroad for listing on the Wall-of-Need page.

5. The WeReachOut member could potentially also be a volunteer to monitor the student they select, based on WeReachOut guidelines.

6. Sponsors:  Please review the following guidelines before selecting students

7. Ensure neither you nor your family will derive any direct or indirect financial or material benefit from your sponsorship through WeReachOut.

8. If you select a student from Wall-of-Need then your annual payment will be $120.00 for school students in the beginning of every academic year and $240.00 per year ($120.00 + $120.00 in the beginning of each semester) for college students.
9. If you select a student from your own contacts then you are required to adhere to the basic guidelines for WeReachOut members (defined in the section above) to sponsor a deserving student.

Common Guidelines: For WeReachOut team and sponsors in the student selection process

1. Only one student per family will be listed in the Wall-of-Need

2. There are other criteria that will be used in conjunction with the ones listed above to select deserving students
Criteria for identifying the status of the students:
a) Critical:

i. The student has scored above 85%.

ii. The applicant is physically handicapped.

iii. If we don’t help, the applicant will drop out of the school/ college.

iv. The applicant hails from an extremely poor family.

v. The applicant hails from a remote village where educational facility is not available.

vi. The applicant is the first one to get educated in the family.

vii. The parents have many children to educate and the family income is not sufficient to educate all.

viii. One of the parents is not alive or has deserted the other and living with another.

ix. No one else in the family is ready to support the applicant to study.

x. One of the family members is affected with acute or chronic illness.
b) Special:

i. The applicant has scored above 85% in the previous examinations.

ii. The annual income of the family is below Rs. 36000.

iii. The applicant hails from a remote village where educational facility is not available.

iv. The applicant is the first one to get educated in the family.

v. The parent has many children to educate and his family income is not sufficient to educate all.

vi. One of the parents is not alive or has deserted the other and living with another.

vii. One of the family members is affected with acute or chronic illness.

viii. No one else in the family is ready to support the applicant to study.

ix. The applicant has to go for a bank loan or get money for interest.

c) Normal:

i. The annual income of the family is average between Rs. 36000 to Rs. 60000.

ii. The members of the family are a little educated.

iii. The applicant could be helped by the paternal or maternal relatives.

iv. The parent or care taker is not addicted to drunk and wastes the income.

v. The applicant has scored below 85% in the previous examinations.

3. WeReachOut will endeavor to find continued sponsorship for students listed on the Students-In-Need page, however, this is not be understood that this is guaranteed. Based on student performance or for other reasons the sponsors might wish to discontinue support in which case the support might lapse.
